TheTrout Angling Club has a total membership of 96 full and associate
members. The main club fishes at trout angling venues throughout
Central Scotland, such as Lake of Menteith, Linlithgow Loch,
Glencorse Reservoirand Coldingham Loch.The season runs from mid-
March until mid-October, during which time we offer 25 outings,
mainly at the weekend. The outings are run on a competitive basis for
those who wish to compete, but this is optional, and some of our
members come along to fish purely on a recreational basis.

For those who wish to compete outwith our own outings there is a
wide range of opportunity to represent the Club in the National
Individual Championship, the National Team Championship, the Inter
Cities Championship, the United Edinburgh and Leith Angling Clubs
Championship and the Independent FP Schools Championship.

In 2008 internal competitions, The Club Championship was won by
Trevor Gibson for the first time, with runner-up Dougie Skedd.
The Heaviest fish was caught by Tommy Steven (a rainbow of 8 Ibs
3 0z). The Senior Championship was won by Stewart Barnes and
the “B” Championship was won by Eric Singer.

An offshoot of the Club is the Loch Rusky section, which runs our
stocked trout loch near Callender, with its own boats, boathouse
and cabin.

He can also supply you with a copy of the Club’s Annual Report
for 2008 which has a great deal of information in it. Another
worthwhile source is to be found on a website run by former Secretary
Colin Riach which contains outing reports for the last few years.

he school memories of former masters

including Mr Abercrombie and

Dr Eric Smith prompted me to look
among my own archives. Mr Abercrombie
(Abers) was a formidable figure indeed. This was
partly due to the fact that he had sustained an
above-knee amputation and wore a most
uncomfortable prosthesis. He was in constant
pain, which perhaps explained his lack of wit
or humour.

His assistant, Mr Bert Jamie, was a charming
French master who also taught Russian after
school. | owe him a debt that | could never repay
him in my schooldays as | left Heriot’s before
sitting (and no doubt failing) my O Levels. Many
years later, when | had decided to return to
education, | enrolled at Napier Technical College
to take English, French, Maths and Biology. Not

John A Hunter (1947)

| e received the following note from John Walker,
Class of ’51 who was mentioned in Jim’s article.

Nice to be remembered, even if for the wrong reason! The pianist
with the broken wrist (not arm) was not me, but John Hunter,
who as well as being a School Dux, was the School’s first-ever Higher
* Music candidate. The year of that concert was 1948 (not 1949)
and the piano piece wasa Nocturne by the Russian composer Scriabin,

having a French O level which was a precondition
for entry into the Higher course, the French
master gave me a sheet containing twenty
questions in French. He told me to go away and
use my dictionary to answer them. To his
astonishment, after ten years of neither speaking
nor studying French, | was able to answer all the
questions verbally on the spot!

Mr Heron (Kipper) was a kindly English master
who loved his subject matter and infected all of
us with his enthusiasm. Lessons were conducted
in a large room at the top of one of the towers.
The room bore a fireplace which often blazed in
the winter months. The smoke from the fire was
supplemented by Mr Heron’s own sixty a day
habit, but none of us seem to have been damaged
by passive smoking.

Willie Gould (The Ghoul) was a terrifying
figure who taught history at breakneck speed. He
would write on the blackboard every thing that
he spoke and when the board was full he would
simply rub off what he had just written ten
minutes previously.

| have unearthed some classroom photographs
| took of Mr Jamie (reading book); Mr Heron
(in Rodin-like contemplation) and Willie
Gould (in usual disapproving mode). The
photographs were taken without the subjects’
knowledge and | was employed as a professional
photographer for ten years after leaving school
and before going up to Edinburgh University.

And again | have fallen
foul of not heeding good advice from teachers in
making sure things are finished properly when |
start them — | have recently moved jobs and found
the magazine and this tribute half written in my
piles of paper when | cleared my desk.

Blair, or Mr Cowan as it still feels proper to call
him, influenced me in ways that | did not realise
until I read the magazine. He was my Sixth Form
class master and | remember that on each pupil’s
birthday he had a tape recorder (no CDs in them
days) with StevieWonder singing “Happy Birthday
ToYou”. This was made even more special as it was
usually your 18th birthday. 20 years on | found
myself promoted to Regional Surveyor, with astaff
of 8 surveyors, working for Stewart Milne
Construction in Aberdeen and one of the first
things | did was to find out all the birthdays for my
staff so that | could buy a cake and card for them.
| am sure this action was in my subconscious as
a result of the birthday treat Mr Cowan used to
give us.

Three and a half years
later when he asked if I remembered the occasion,
and | said | did, he asked me if | was going to take

replied “I thought you looked like you
were going to own up to it even though

I knew you had not copied. You
answered the same question, with the
same wrong answer in class a few days
before the test, so | suspected your
classmate, but you are the type of
person who would take the blame to
save someone else”. We spoke some
more and | ended up telling him | was
apprehensive of having to stand up in
public to talk, there was no way I could

be a teacher, but | knew | would have to do
some presentationat University, he told me
to be confident in my abilities, to research
my subject and that the first time would

be the worst so just get it over and done
with.Yetagainhewasright...............

enough with proper research and more
experience each time got easier and easier
until now I am happy to give seminars and
training courses at work. I am also the Chief
Instructor of a martial arts club in
Aberdeenshire.

ack in 2006, as everyone was deciding what
universitiesto go to, I had decided to pursue

a different route and take a gap year. | had
heard about the Deloitte Scholars scheme and
decided that it would be an interesting challenge
before | started university.

Deloitte is one of the largest professional services
firms in the world. The Deloitte scholars
programme aims to attract around 70 school
leavers each year to work for them for 7 months
during their gap year. This leaves the rest of the
gap year for travelling to which the firm awards a
travel bursary. In addition, Deloitte offers a
bursary and paid work placements to scholars
throughout university.

After completing the application process, 8
months later | found myself starting work. | was
going to be working in audit for seven months in
Edinburgh. Many people typically ask —what does
an auditor do — and to be honest | didn’t have a
clue when I started. | soon found out though that
my job for the year was going to involve mainly
checking that clients’ financial statements are true

and fair. Many people at this stage are going to be
thinking that this sounds ridiculously boring and
I’m not even going to begin to deny that some
parts were. However, as | was soon to learn, it
wasn’t all going to be boring number crunching.

The majority of my time was spent working with
the financial services team at Deloitte which
meant that | was given the opportunity to work
on the audit of one of the largest banks in the
world. This was something that fascinated me
and it was great to be able to relate what | was
reading in the papers each day with what |
was working on.To me at least, this dispelled any
notion that a job in accountancy was going to
be boring.

As time progressed, | found myself getting more
into the swing of things. | particularly enjoyed the
variety of what | was doing. From supervising a
stock-take at a supermarket in Carnoustie at a
ridiculous hour of the morning, to working in a
client’s office in Sheffield for a week, no two days
were ever the same. One particular highlight was
the opportunity to work individually with clients.

When one commented that | looked particularly
young to be doing this, they certainly did look a
bit shocked when | told them [ just left school and
this was only a gap year job!

After my time with Deloitte, | took the

2008 U-19 WORLD LACROSSE CHAMPIONSHIPS
BRITISH COLUMBIA, CANADA, RESHAM PANESAR, Class of 2005

aving played lacrosse since the age of five
I was thrilled to be selected for the under-
19 men’s Scotland Lacrosse team.

On the 30th of June the UK based contingent flew
out of Edinburgh destined for success in Canada.
The remainder of the squad were to meet us in
Vancouver where we were to commence a
gruelling training camp prior to our first game in
the Championships.

This was to be only the 6th U-19World Lacrosse
Championships and the first in which Scotland has
competed. These championships were projected
to be the biggest not just in spectators but also in
the number of teams competing — 12 in total.
Despite Scotland’s relative infancy on the
international scene we were confident in our
chances of causing a few upsetsand taking Scotland
Lacrosse to the next level.

Our team mainly consisted of Scottish-based
players; the rest of the team was made up of a
handful of Canadians and Americans with Scottish
ancestry. | was selected as captain of the team given
my experience of playing high level lacrosse in
Australia and at St Andrews University. It was a

tremendous honour to be selected captain and |
eagerly anticipated our first game!

After training camp, the team got a well-deserved
rest before our first game against Korea.\We took
the opportunity to familiarise ourselves with the
campus and to meet and greet the other teams.
Everyone was in good spirits and eagerly awaited
the start of the tournament.

We kicked-off our campaign with a bang! A
convincing 17-3 victory against the Koreans. The
offence was running like a well-oiled machine and
our defence and transition play was excellent for
the full 80 minutes. The win gave the team huge
confidence going forward.

The next week consisted of 5 games in 5 days.\We
played Germany and lost, beat Finland and
narrowly lost in the “Celtic clash” againstWales by
one goal. However our biggest and most
important game came against Bermuda. A win
against them would catapult us through to the
quarterfinals along with Germany. The
Bermudans boasted a large number of
highly skilled and experienced Americans.
Our squad was focussed and looked sharp
during warm-ups and everyone was
pumped up to go. The game ebbed and
flowed and never went beyond a one goal
difference. After a time out we took the game
by the scruff of the neck and used our extra depth
toscore 5 unanswered goals to win 13-8.\We were
elated. This was the first time any men’s Scotland
lacrosse team has made it to the quarter finals of
aworld championship - an amazing achievement!

We finished the tournament ranked 8th in the
world after narrowly losing to Japan. This was a
tremendous accomplishment and one which
we’re all very proud of. However the experiences
and friendships we made in Canada will last a life
time and hopefully future generations of young
Scottish lacrosse players can continue to excel on
the world stage and do Scotland proud!
