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FOREWORD

ONG before the recent war had come to a close there was
L a widespread desire among the older Former Pupils of the
School to commemorate in no unworthy fashion the service and
the sacrifice of the younger generation of Herioters as had been
done for those who served in the war of 1914-1918. As part
of a Memorial Scheme it was decided to record the names of the
Fallen in a permanent form within the School grounds—if
possible in close association with the existing War Memorial—
and to publish this Memorial Volume as due to the living and
dead alike, in order that the memory of their loyal and patriotic
service might not fall into oblivion, and as an inspiration for
future generations of Herioters.

The collection and arrangement of the material for the
Memorial Volume has been an arduous task, carried out by the
Iiditor and those assisting him, in the spirit of a labour of love.
The utmost care has been taken to make the lists and notices
as complete and accurate as possible, but it is inevitable that
through lack of information the names of some Former Pupils
who served have not been included and that some notices are
less complete than was desired.

A study of the records as they appear will show that Herioters
came from all parts of the world to give their services in their
country’s hour of need, and the efficiency of the services they
rendered is indicated by the honours conferred upon them. These
include 99 decorations and mention in despatches for no fewer
than 54 Former Pupils.

The total number of those who served was 2045 and of that
number 222 were killed or died on service. There is reason for
thankfulness that this number is much less than that of the
Fallen in the Great War, but there is no less call for our deepest
regret and sympathy. Inevitably the thought must occur to all
of the price paid in the loss of these young lives. Twice in a
single generation has such a disaster happened and from our
School alone more than 700 lives have been sacrificed in war.
The loss is a tragic one, not only for their nearest and dearest
but for the nation as a whole, for they were, many of them,
young men of brilliant promise who, had they lived, would have
adorned the life of their day and generation.
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To the still younger generation of Herioters this record brings
a message, if they will but remember that the young men whose
names are here recorded realised, sometimes almost unconsciously,
that they were the guardians of great traditions—the traditions of
their country, which down the ages has stood for freedom and
has faced tyranny wherever it raised its head, and the traditions
of their School laid with such solid foundations by their
forerunners in the Great War. These young men now pass on
the torch to succeeding generations of Herioters in the firm
belief that they too will treasure these ideals and that they will
realise that life entails sacrifice of some kind on the part of
each of us, if it is to be for all mankind a nobler, richer, and
finer thing.

To the parents of the Fallen what can one say? It has been
the writer’s privilege to read practically all the letters that have
been received from them about the loss of their sons and to
meet many of them personally and that has been, though sad, an
uplifting experience. Several of them have lost more than one
son. Their fortitude in adversity, the resignation with which
they have faced the future, their humble pride in what their
sons have done have left an unforgettable impression. All who
have been responsible for the production of this Volume hope
that the parents and others bereaved may find it a not altogether
inadequate shrine for memories that are dear and sacred to
them, as well as a worthy tribute from their old School to these
brave and gallant dead.

As we close this brief survey may we remind all who read
this record with understanding and imagination, of the immortal
words of Abraham Lincoln on the field of Gettysburg, for they
give the lesson which all may find writ here in beautiful, simple,
and noble words.

“The world . . . can never forget what they
did. It is for us, the living, to be dedicated to the work
which they who fought have thus far nobly advanced.
It is for us to be dedicated to the great task remaining
before us; that from these honoured dead we take
wmcreased devotion to that cause for which they gave
the last full measure of devotion; that we highly resolve
that these dead shall not have died in vain.”
