Over 1200 tickets were sold for the Fun Day, raising around £3000 that will
go to support school projects. As ever, the School’s facilities management
and janitorial teams cheerfully played a vital and energetic supporting role,
for which the PA – and all present – were most grateful.

McLetchie, Alainn Bailey Natella and current pupil Georgina Barker.
Thereafter the Auction took place under the hammer of Bernard Williams
a Director of Christies. During the entire evening a Silent Auction was also
taking place.  Special thanks are due to those who provided and sourced
the high quality prizes for both the main and silent auctions. The evening
concluded (well almost since the bar remained open) with Jazz
entertainment from the world renowned Jazz Pianist and FP Brian Kellock.

Mention must also be made of the School Pipe Band which piped us all into
dinner.  Particular thanks go to Jo Easton and the members of the
Organising Committee whose efforts and dedication, in no small way
contributed to the success of the event.

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The Van Somer Portrait
The bidding reached only £3 and the portrait was withdrawn. The
auctioneer’s day book tells us that Miss Grant moved to Morecambe on 3rd
January of that year. Perhaps the advent of the Second World War had
persuaded her to move to safer parts, and that she had decided to dispose
of some of her belongings as part of that move. I have tried to locate 
this lady but, regretfully, with no success. How did she come to possess 
the painting?

Fortunately Christie’s had taken a photograph of the painting
and retained it in their records. The National Portrait Gallery

in Edinburgh later acquired a copy of this.

Whatever happened to the Van Somer portrait, I
feel that, should it still exist, it should now come

home and be deposited in the School. It
would be a fitting resting place for possibly

the best representation of one of the
greatest citizens of the town in his adult
life. When was it painted? Van Somer
died in 1621. Heriot moved to London
in 1603 and died in 1624. He was
physically active until at least 1619
when his second illegitimate
daughter, Margaret, was born. I
deduce that Heriot was between 40
and 56 when the portrait was made.

There is no mystery about the
Scougall portrait – apart for the time
it seems to have taken the trustees
to have it made. It is there for all to
see in the Council Room.

4th June 1694 “The Council gives
order and warrand to Thomas Fisher,

present Treasurer, to cause draw the
picture of George Heriot, the founder of 

the Hospital, and to affix the same in the
council-room”.

4th April 1698 “The Council having seen an old
picture or draught of George Heriot, the founder of

the Hospital, and considering that there is none of them
within the Hospitall, they therefore ordain the treasurer to

cause draw a new draught of the Founder’s picture at length, and to
set up the same in the council-room of the Hospitall”.

In his book “Scottish Portraits” the sometimes severe art critic Sir James L
Caw says: “… (this) was copied by John Scougal in 1698 from the now lost
original by Paul Somer, the favourite artist of James VI. It possesses
considerable character and may be accepted as an excellent likeness of the
founder of the Hospital in which it hangs. It shows him, dressed in a black
doublet and a black cloak lined with a richly flowered green stuff, standing,
holding a medal, before a red-patterned curtain; a heavy pillar appears to
the right, and before it a number of jewels lie on a red-covered table. He has
a ruddy complexion, short yellow-brown hair and beard, and dark blue eyes”.

It is a minor footnote to history that Paul Van Somer, like Heriot, was buried
in St Martin’s in the Fields and, like Heriot’s, his tomb was destroyed when
the original church burned down.

hat did George Heriot really look like in his adult life? During my
school days at Heriot’s I cast many a cursory glance at the statue
of the founder, on the facade above the inside entrance on the

north side of the quadrangle. There he stood, carved in stone, in ancient
clothing – including ridiculous pantaloons and exposed calves, a stiff
Elizabethan ruff round his neck, and with a pointed beard. He seemed so
small – hardly an inspiring figure. The statue is 5 feet 10 inches in height.
It is reputed to be of life size but I have no evidence to support this.
This statue was completed by a Robert Mylne. The likeness
is said to have been taken from a lost painting by Paul
Van Somer.

To help us with our task, we have the visual
evidence of the 1589 portrait of George
Heriot (and one of George Heriot senior)
which in 1742, were in the possession of
Mrs Jean Reid, daughter of David
Heriot, advocate (one of Heriot’s
nephews). These portraits were
presented to the School by the Earl
of Buchan in 1805 and hang in the
Charter Room.

In November 1634 there is a draft
letter from the Town Council of
Edinburgh to Robert Johnstone
(one of Heriot’s executors).
Amongst other issues a request is
made that Johnstone should trace
the “liveliest portrait of Mr Heriot 
or the best doubell thereof you can 
gett maid”.

Heriot himself refers to his portrait by 
Paul Van Somer in an inventory of
household furniture, and apparently in
his own handwriting: “Item, my owne
pictoure done by Somer”. 

12th June 1637 “The quhilk day the counsell
being conveened, compeired Edwart Edgare,
thesaurer, and presentit umquhile George Heriot his
portratt brocht hayme be the Lord Register, qlk wes gevin
to him be Maister Gedione de Lawny (Gideon de Laune –
another of Heriot’s executors) at Lundone to the use of the Hospitall, to the
effect his portrait may be drawen and maid in stane be the same, and ordanis
the thesaurer to put upe the same in ye wark to the use of ye said Hospitall”.
In a letter to the Town Council de Laune says “it may pleasure them that
never saw him. In me his remembrance can not die”.

There is a mystery about what happened to the Van Somer portrait. At some
time it just disappeared. All the old texts give the impression that it was lost.

But, mirabile dictu, on 23rd February 1940 a portrait of Heriot came up for
auction at Christie’s in London. It was one of six paintings belonging to a
Miss Grant of Hampstead. Christie’s catalogue gives:

Heriot-Watt University nominated Professor Home to serve on 

the School’s Board of Governors in1982, and his involvement 
with the Heriot community included being President of the 

London Heriot Club and also The Heriot Club.   

With his keen eye for detail and enthusiasm for
everything to do with Heriot’s, it was probably
inevitable that he soon became Finance
Convener, and then in 1989 he was elected

Chairman of Governors, holding that position
until 1995. As an outsider to the Heriot community,
I was struck by the welcome which George Home
extended to everyone he came into contact with.
At my interview, I noted that he was less interested
in the dangerous idea of appointing a Watsonian
as Treasurer of Heriot’s, than in my experience
of working in the South Atlantic. His interests
were very wide and embraced many of the
wonders of the world; to many, he was a
figurehead to be looked up to and I like many
others, mourn his passing.

he blue blood of Heriot’s ran deep in George Home’s
veins. He entered the School in 1932, and on the
death of his father, was awarded a scholarship in

1934. The School’s Domesday Book highlighted his
character and attributes; the anonymous entry
describes these as first class ability and hard
worker; pleasant manner – gentlemanly and
courteous.

He started a career with the Royal Bank of Scotland
but this was interrupted by the war; he was
heading for Japan when hostilities were brought
to a sudden end.

Taking up the reins of his banking career, he
graduated as Bachelor of Law in 1952 and in
1978 was appointed Deputy Managing
Director of the Royal Bank of Scotland.

His career culminated in his involvement in
the establishing of the Chair of International
Banking and Finance at Heriot-Watt
University in 1978, which position 
he held until 1985.
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ctober saw a grand celebration of 100 years
of Scouting at George Heriot’s, bringing
together former Scouts from across

the years and across the world. 

The reunion was a great opportunity for old
comrades to come together, share memories
of adventures, challenges and achievements, and
find that Scouting is still very much in their blood. Many
remain in the Scouting movement and are still involved with groups locally
and elsewhere in the country. The senior former Scout on the day was John
Berry (Class of ‘40), who just pipped Ronald Stephen (Class of ‘41). First
prize for travel went to Bill Walker (Class of ‘57), who came from Vancouver,
Canada, for the occasion.

On a guided tour of the school, a number of Scouts showed their continuing
spirit of adventure by veering off to explore places Margaret Peat had not
included in the itinerary. But these intrepid pathfinders navigated back to
the Staff Room in time to enjoy a fascinating display of old photos, badges,
scarves and logbooks, many contributed by John Cook (Class of ‘57),
Bobby Hogg (Class of ‘66) and Norman Morrison (Class of ‘59). Some of
these also featured in a slideshow running in the background at the
Centenary Dinner, where photos from the ‘50s, many courtesy of Peter
Macaulay (Class of ‘67) and Douglas Shiell (Class of ‘60), caused much

merriment, as the effects of time, gravity and hair loss became all
too vividly apparent. Dinner guests were entertained by

school musicians and with brilliant speeches by two former
Scouts, the Right Revd Brian Smith (Class of ‘61) and Jim
Harley (Class of ’65 and a former member of GHS staff),

and also by Stewart Adams, Head of the Junior School. 

Next day, the celebration was brought to a close with a Service
of Thanksgiving in the School Chapel, where a new generation of 7th
Blackford Cubs paraded the flags, demonstrating that the movement is still
going strong a century on.   

As Group Chairman Tim Wallace (Class of ’91) outlined to those attending
the Centenary Celebration, having looked joyfully to the past, the Scout
Group is now looking forward, aiming to recruit new leaders to boost the
lively Cub Pack, re-open a Scout Troop and establish a new Beaver Colony.

hen I told my children that I was now a governor at George
Heriot’s, all three of them, who were pupils at George Watson’s
College at the time, teased me about being a traitor. I still feel

a bit divided at rugby matches between the two schools. 

I spent most of my childhood in Edinburgh and many of my friends went
to one or other of the city’s ‘fee-paying’ schools. I was totally state school
educated, however. I spent the last couple of years of my schooling at a
Yorkshire grammar school and then went to the University of Newcastle
upon Tyne. 

I have always been passionate about social justice and this is what stirred
our founder George Heriot. I spent time working as a community worker
in a deprived inner city area speaking up for those without a voice. I went
off to live in Italy for a couple of years to learn the language and try to
work out what I wanted to do with my life. I had decided to become a
human rights lawyer and started at Edinburgh University, but quickly
realised that the well-being of people is a spiritual matter as well as a
material one. I switched to studying theology and have not looked back.
I am a late developer and finished my latest degree, a Doctorate in Ministry,
at Princeton Theological Seminary in 2000.

One of my passions is walking in the hills. I learned early on that you can
only really go as fast as the slowest person. I think that is a lesson society
needs to learn, as so many people get left behind. What I love about being
minister at Greyfriars Kirk is that it is a seven day a week church. I love
being busy but most of all I want the church to bring out the best in every
person, whatever their ability, and that’s what I see happening at Heriot’s.
I am delighted that over the last few years we have been able to increase
community service placements for Heriot’s pupils in our homelessness
outreach project.

One thing I would change about Heriot’s is that I would ban cars from the
grounds of the school. I own a car but would always choose to cycle or
walk first. All the vehicles parked around our lovely building are quite
unsightly. 

What impresses me about Heriot’s is that it works so well. The governors
govern, the senior managers manage, the teachers teach and the entire
staff team are a wonderful example of creative good work. The pupils
aren’t bad too! I like the fact that at Heriot’s people just get on with their
job. I would love to see this spread
more widely in society, we do a
bit too much accounting,
evaluating and measuring
outcomes these days. It is
the professionalism and
dedication of the whole
Heriot’s community that
impresses me so much.

Introduction to School Governors
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have to start with a confession: I come from a family of Watsonians!
In (slight) mitigation whilst my brothers followed my father down
Colinton Road I crossed the City to the Mary Erskine School for Girls.

I left there for Edinburgh University to study Mathematics but soon decided
that was too difficult and changed to do a general Arts degree in a wide
range of subjects and then a Law degree. After I qualified as a solicitor I
joined the Bank of Scotland in-house legal department advising the Head
Office corporate lending teams. One of the many bankers I worked with
was a certain Sandy Paton who is now also on the Heriot’s Board of
Governors. After a while I found I was more and more interested in the
business customers – who they were, what they did and how all the funding
worked, so when asked by one of the newly-formed Corporate Banking
team if I wanted to join them, I jumped at the chance. Over the next few
years I had the pleasure and privilege to work with a wide range of high-
value corporate customers – from small businesses to quoted companies
producing all sorts of goods and services – and meet many interesting
and challenging people. For the last few years I have been working in risk
and balance-sheet management.

I am, however, a Heriot’s Convert. In my first week of my Law degree I sat
next to a nice handsome Heriot’s former pupil and – yes dear reader –
some years later I married him! We had three lovely daughters and, when
our eldest daughter was starting school, after some research it was very
easy to choose Heriot’s. This is one of the best decisions we made – the
girls all loved school, learnt easily, made friends (and fell out with their
friends as girls do), took up a wide range of activities, became articulate
and thoughtful, but well able to debate and negotiate.

After
having presented my credentials to the PA committee – a very daunting
and nerve wracking process – I was delighted to be chosen as 

the nominee. I am the Convener

Committee and also a member 
of the Buildings Committee. 

I absolutely love my role as a
Governor and hope very much
that the skills and experience
I bring will add value and
assist in ensuring that the
school remains one of the
premier schools in Scotland,
and that as many families 
as possible can experience

the undoubted benefits of a
Heriot’s education.  

I
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first arrived at Heriot’s as an excited and nervous First Year. Standing
in front of the school gates it was easy to be intimidated by the size
of the buildings and the numbers of staff and pupils within. I had

previously been at Cranston Primary School in which there were only 50
pupils, so this new “challenge” of entering a school such as Heriot’s, in
the middle of Edinburgh, was a daunting one.

ike all members of S6 I am increasingly aware that my time at
Heriot’s is drawing to a close and, as I swing between
overwhelming excitement and a feeling not a million miles away

from terror, it seems a suitable time to reflect on just how much Heriot’s
has given me.

In this, the 350th Anniversary of the School, I think everyone has given
particular thought to the School’s rich heritage and traditions, and this is
something that has had particular resonance with me.  Coming from a
long line of Herioters, my father, grandfather and indeed great-grandfather
included, Heriot’s was a profound influence on my life even before my
arrival into Mrs MacLeish’s Primary One classroom. 

When reflecting on what I think is most special about Heriot’s my first
thought is of the warmth and scale of the wider Heriot’s community.

However charity-work
in S6 is not necessarily individual, and looking back on recent events, such
as the S6 sleep-out and dressing up to sing carols in the refectory at
Christmas, prove that it is far from onerous.
